You will then be asked to make the payment of £182, an unannounced visit will be carried out within a maximum of 3 months of receipt of payment. 
· The local authority officer will give you a ‘new’ food hygiene rating based on the level of compliance that is found at the time of the re-visit, you should be aware that your rating score could go up, down or remain the same.
